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U.N. Estimates World Wastes 19 Percent of Its Food

A United Nations (UN.) report says that even with hunger being a
huge problem around the globe, the world wastes about 19 percent of the
food it produces.

The report said the waste adds up to more than 1 billion metric tons
of food. The writers of the report believe that the food waste could have
helped the estimated hundreds of millions of people living with hunger each
day.

The estimate appears in the UN. Environment Program’'s (UNEP's)
latest Food Waste Index Report. It aims to follow progress on a 2021 U.N.

goal to cut worldwide food waste in half by 2030.

Sunny is a proud Singaporean citizen who follows the laws of her
country. Mostly, anyway. For the last three years, she has illegally kept a
cat called Mooncake in her home.

A 34-year-old Singaporean law bars cats from government-built
housing. Such housing is where most of the city-state’s population lives.

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Are you feeling like there are too many pressures and demands on
you? Are you losing sleep worrying about tests and schoolwork? Are you
eating on the run because your schedule is just too busy? Everyone
experiences stress at times—adults, teens, and even children. However,
there are ways to minimize stress and manage the stress that is
*unavoidable.

What is stress? It's a natural response our body has to challenging
events. It's our body’s way of preparing to face a tough situation with focus,
strength, stamina, and *heightened alertness. These challenging events, or
*stressors, can be anything from physical danger to making a class

presentation or tackling a complex subject and taking an exam.

When we perceive a threat, our nervous system releases stress
*hormones, including *adrenaline and *cortisol. These hormones stimulate
the body or emergency action. Your heart pounds faster, muscles tighten,
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blood pressure rises, breath quickens, and senses become sharper. These
physical changes increase your strength and stamina, speed up your
reaction time, and enhance your focus, preparing you to either fight or flee
from the danger at hand.

Stress is a normal physical response to events that make you feel
threatened or upset your balance in some way.

What can you do to avoid stress overload? One way to beat stress is
to take a stand against *overscheduling. If you are feeling stretched,
consider cutting out an activity or two, opting for just the ones that are
most important to you. Furthermore, be realisticc. Do not try to be
perfect—no one is, and expecting others to be perfect can add to your own
stress levels, too.

Getting enough sleep helps keep your body and mind in top shape,
making you better equipped to deal with negative stressors. It is also
important to relax, as it makes you calm and less stressed. You can relax by
listening to music, reading a good book, making time for a hobby, spending
time with your pet, or just having a relaxing bath.

Experts agree that getting regular exercise helps people manage
stress. However, excessive or *compulsive exercise can also lead to stress.
As with everything, *moderation is key. In addition, eating well helps your
body get the right fuel to function at its best. It is easy to eat on the run or
eat junk food or fast food when you are stressed out. Some people may turn
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to *substance abuse as a way to ease tension. Although alcohol and drugs
may seem to lift the stress temporarily, relying on them to cope with stress
promotes more stress because it wears down the body’s ability to bounce

back.

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“Welcome to panther country,” Brian Kelly says when I meet him at a
busy intersection in East Naples, Florida, a stone’s throw from a gas station
and an urgent care center. Kelly, a state panther biologist, points east into
the sprawling subdivision where he lives. A panther was caught on camera
just a quarter mile away, he says, and another one made it across the six-
lane road we're standing beside.

Yet another panther, an eight-year-old female named FP224, lives
nearby. She’s been hit by a car twice, breaking a leg each time. She was
treated by veterinarians and released after both accidents. To look for signs
of her, we drive to Kelly’s house, next to a patch of forest where she
recently birthed at least three kittens. It's the wet season, when panther

tracks typically are wiped out by rain, but we get lucky.

“There she is,” Kelly says, pointing to large paw prints, about the size
of my fist, in the soft sand. We follow the prints through tall pines and sabal
palms.

There is also good news, however: Panthers are reclaiming some of
their old territory. In 2016 scientists spotted a female north of the
Caloosahatchee River for the first time since 1973.

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A cafe near Kongobuji Temple at the heart of Mount Koyasan has
embraced Buddhist food prohibitions to develop its signature curry dish.
Cafe Shizuku, which serves “Koyasan shojin kare” (Buddhist cuisine curry),
opened its doors in the summer of 2022.

Animal-based ingredients such as meat and fish are not used in
“shojin ryori” (Buddhist cuisine), since eating animals goes m the
teachings of Buddhism. The use of five vegetables known as “gokun” which
usually means garlic, onion, green onion, Chinese chives and Chinese
scallions, are also prohibited. These ingredients have a strong smell and are
thought to “increase excitement,” hampering Buddhist training. Spices such
as curry powder are often regarded in the same manner.

Although the main ingredients in Japanese curry are usually curry
powder, onion and meat, shojin curry must be made without any of these
three. How could anyone strike a balance between “shojin” principles and
the taste of curry, which seem (B) incompatible?

A bite of the Koyasan shojin curry shows that it has captured the
essential flavor of curry to an amazing degree. Instead of curry powder,
“sansho” (Japanese pepper) picked at the foot of the surrounding mountains
is used to add spiciness.

There are many establishments in the area that serve traditional Buddhist
cuisine. Although the cafe wanted to present the shojin concept reflecting
the spirit of Koyasan, it did not wish to compete with surrounding
restaurants by offering the same dishes. Instead, curry was chosen
precisely because it is usually not associated with Buddhist cuisine. “Some
visitors (E) realize that it is vegetarian after finishing the dish,”
Kubo says.

Despite its unusual origin, shojin curry is becoming one of the most
popular dishes on Koyasan. Even in the winter, people line up before the
cafe opens on the weekend. During the peak season in the summer and fall,

Potter was an *entrepreneur and a pioneer of *character
merchandising. In 1903, Peter Rabbit was the first fictional character to be
made into a *patented stuffed toy, making him the oldest licensed character.

Potter self-published the highly successful children’s book The Tale of
Peter Rabbit in her thirties. The book was a success, and multiple reprints
were issued in the years immediately following its debut. It has been
translated into 36 languages, and with 45 million copies sold, it is one of the
best-selling books in history.

Since its release, the book has generated considerable *merchandise
for children and adults, including toys, dishes, food, clothing, and videos.
Potter was one of the first to be responsible for such merchandise when she
patented a Peter Rabbit doll in 1903 and followed it almost immediately with
a Peter Rabbit board game. Peter Rabbit has remained popular among
children for over a century and continues to be adapted into new book

Facing prejudice is, for most Asian Americans, an all-too-familiar part
of life, a new report from the Pew Research Center shows.

The study, which is based on a survey of more than 7,000
respondents, found that the majority of Asian Americans think too little
national attention is being paid to their experiences with discrimination.

About one-third of Asian Americans have been told to go back to
their home country, the report found. Forty-four percent of Asian
Americans ages 18 to 29 said they know an Asian person who has been
personally threatened or attacked since the onset of the coronavirus
pandemic.

There are about 23.5 million Asian Americans, making up 7.1% of the
nation’s population. The year 2021 saw anti-Asian hate crimes in the U.S.
jump to an all-time high, and 2022 was the second-worst year on record.

“Discrimination is nothing new against Asian Americans,” said Neil
Ruiz, head of New Research Initiatives at Pew and the study’s co-author.
Asian Americans have endured relentless stereotyping, reaching as far back
as the 1800s, and Ruiz’'s study highlights a paradox at the heart of that.

Asian American communities have for decades been typecast as
model minorities: “loyal and hardworking,” as one respondent put it. On the
other hand, Asian Americans have found themselves excluded, treated as

what scholars and activists have dubbed “forever foreigners.”

‘Forever Foreigner’ Trope

“We found that 78% of Asian Americans have been treated as a
foreigner in some way, even if they were born in the United States,” said
Ruiz, an Asian American himself. Criteria include being told to go back to
one’s home country, being ridiculed for speaking a language other than
English in public or having one’s name pronounced incorrectly.

Ruiz acknowledged that mispronouncing someone’s name can be an
honest mistake. But for many of the study’s participants, these incidents
have often bordered on disrespect or become outright offensive, he said.

Ruiz recounted how, in one focus group, an Indian American woman
said she had a list of more than 200 ways her name had been
mispronounced, leaving her feeling perpetually demeaned. Some reported

that they had felt pressured to adopt Anglicized names.

Russell Jeung, a professor of Asian American Studies at San Francisco
State University, said that fighting anti-Asian prejudice means creating
spaces where people “feel free to share how they are hurt or how others
might be hurt” by offhand remarks.

The harder question, activists say, is how to respond when it's not
just a coworker making derisive comments but former President Donald
Trump or others in positions of authority, such as airport security personnel
who, according to the study, screen South Asian Americans at markedly
higher rates.

After Trump used offensive language during the pandemic, including
calling the coronavirus the “Chinese virus,” the non-profit group Stop AAPI
Hate found that use of anti-Asian slurs had risen online.

Having a tolerant national role model is “a matter of life or death,”
Jeung said.

Days after 9/11, then-President George W. Bush delivered a speech at
a mosque calling for respect for Islam. Hate crimes against Arab and South
Asian Americans immediately fell, according to the Center for the Study of
Hate & Extremism.

“American leaders have a very deficient understanding of the
experiences and needs of a group as diverse as Asian Americans,” said
Charles Jung, a Californian civil rights lawyer and community organizer.

National leaders, Jung said, have a responsibility to encourage
tolerance and to bring communities together by highlighting shared values
rather than perceived differences. “At a minimum, that means not saying
racist things and inflaming hatred,” Jung said. “But that's the bare

minimum.”

Model Minority Stereotype

The notion that Asian Americans serve as a model for other minority
groups has been perpetuated in popular media for generations. In 1966, The
New York Times Magazine ran an article recognizing Japanese Americans

as a “success story.” In 1987, Time magazine ran a cover story describing
Asian American children as “whiz kids.”
But Jung said the “model minority” stereotype is “certainly flattening
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and simplistic—a cartoonish view of an entire people who are incredibly
diverse.”

The Pew survey found that most Asian Americans, particularly
Indian Americans, had not heard of the term “model minority,” though most
respondents said they had been presumed by peers to be good at math or
uncreative—two stereotypes associated with Asians.

Karthick Ramakrishnan, a professor of public policy at the University
of California, Riverside, and founder of AAPI Data, said that, compared with
East Asian Americans, “the model minority myth is not as much of a barrier
or a concern that South Asians have to deal with.”

“South Asians and FEast Asians experience racism and racial
discrimination differently,” Ramakrishnan added, citing disproportionate
security screenings and surveillance of South Asian Americans in the
post-9/11 era.

Of the Asian Americans who were familiar with the term, 42% said
the model minority stereotype is harmful.

There isn't a consensus among Asian Americans: 17% thought the
model minority stereotype is positive, a stance Republican Asian Americans
are comparatively more likely to take.

Jeung counts himself among the 42% who believe the stereotype is
damaging. He said it “drives a wedge between Asians and other racial
groups. It also masks issues that Asians face: If we're seen as a model, we're
seen as not having any particular problems. But clearly, we face racism.”

Jeung said the model minority stereotype belies a wide range of social
issues that many Asian Americans confront in their day-to-day lives, from
workplace discrimination (according to the Pew survey, about 1 in 5 Asian
Americans said they had experienced anti-Asian workplace discrimination)
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to expectations of perfection in the classroom and beyond.

Despite the widespread problem of anti-Asian hate, the majority of
Asian American adults said the challenges of racism were rarely, if ever,
discussed in their households growing up.

“Sometimes, the adaptation that immigrant Asian parents adopt is
swallowing the bitterness and pain,” Jung said.

Your digital footprint is a record of your online life.

@ Seiji Ozawa's passion shattered doubts about Asian musicians’

understanding of Western classical music.
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[B] Seiji Ozawa was born in Shenyang, China, to Japanese parents on
September 1, 1935. His family returned to Japan in 1944. As a child, he
learned to play the piano but gave up on becoming a pianist after injuring
two fingers while playing rugby. He then decided to study conducting
under Hideo Saito at the Toho School of Music in Tokyo.

In 1959, Ozawa traveled to Europe, winning an orchestral conducting
competition in France. This led to an invitation from Charles Munch, the
music director of the Boston Symphony Orchestra, to study at Tanglewood
in Massachusetts. After winning a prestigious prize there, he continued his
studies in Europe with Herbert von Karajan in Berlin. Leonard Bernstein, a
famous conductor, noticed Ozawa’s talent and appointed him as an assistant
conductor for the New York Philharmonic.

In 1964, Ozawa became the artistic director of Ravinia Festival in
Illinois. The following year, he was recommended by Bernstein to lead the

Toronto Symphony Orchestra, which greatly boosted his career.

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[C] After leaving his previous positions in 1969, Seiji Ozawa became the
music director of the San Francisco Symphony the following year, holding
that role until 1976. During this time, he also served as the artistic director
of the Berkshire Music Center at Tanglewood from 1970 to 1973, alongside
composer Gunther Schuller, which helped strengthen his connection with
the Boston Symphony Orchestra.

In 1979, Ozawa played a significant role in easing tensions between
China and the United States. The Boston Symphony Orchestra toured
China, which was still recovering from the Cultural Revolution. Ozawa's
childhood experience in China helped forge a connection with Chinese
officials, making the tour possible. Peter Gelb, who worked with the Boston
Symphony at the time, praised Ozawa as one of the most influential
conductors of the 20th century, noting his exceptional technique and unique

style, making him a symbol of charisma and talent in conducting.

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[D] Apart from conducting concerts with the Boston Symphony
Orchestra, Seiji Ozawa had an interesting relationship with Tanglewood
over the years. In 1994, a beautiful auditorium was built on the campus in
Lenox, Massachusetts, thanks in part to a generous donation from Norio
Ohga, the president of Sony Corporation. He gave $2 million under the
condition that the auditorium be named Seiji Ozawa Hall.

Even while working in Boston, Ozawa remained active in Japan. In
1980, he became the honorary artistic director of the Japan Philharmonic
Orchestra (now called the New Japan Philharmonic). Then, in 1984, he
helped create the Saito Kinen Orchestra in memory of his teacher. This led
to the establishment of the Saito Kinen Festival in Matsumoto in 1992, which
was renamed the Seiji Ozawa Matsumoto Festival in 2015.

After leaving his role with the Boston Symphony Orchestra in 2002,
Ozawa returned to Boston as its honorary music director in 2008 for two
concerts at Symphony Hall, marking his final performances with the
orchestra. His last appearance at Tanglewood was in 2006. Unfortunately,
he had to cancel a scheduled return in 2010 due to health reasons, and again
in 2016 because he didn't have enough physical strength after conducting in

Europe.

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[E] Seiji Ozawa was supposed to conduct concerts with a Japanese youth
orchestra called Seiji Ozawa Ongaku-juku at Carnegie Hall in April 2011 as
part of his role with a festival. However, he had to cancel that and many
other engagements due to health issues. He made a small comeback in April
2016, conducting the Berlin Philharmonic in Berlin and the orchestra of the
Seiji Ozawa International Academy Switzerland in Paris. His last trip to the
United States was in December 2015 to receive a Kennedy Center Honor
from President Barack Obama.

Seiji Ozawa is survived by his wife, Vera, their son Yukiyoshi (who is
an actor), their daughter Seira (a writer), and a grandson. In his later
years, Ozawa came to appreciate the wisdom that comes with years of
making music. He believed that musicians develop a special quality as they
get older, and their music can become even more interesting than during

the peak of their careers.
